the following:.

In accordance with the New York State Environmental Conservation Law, a State
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) permit is required for a facility whose
treated wastewater discharge to groundwater is greater than 1000 gallons per day, and
for all discharges to surface water. Depending upon the volume of the proposed
discharge, permits and/or plan approvals will be required from this Department or the
Erie County Department of Health, 85 Franklin Street, Buffalo, New York 14202,
telephone: 716/858-6366. We have enclosed an application form with a copy of this
letter to the project manager.

Since project activities will involve land disturbance of over 1 acre, the project sponsor is
required to obtain a State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System General Permit
(GP-02-01) for Stormwater Discharge from Construction Activities. A Natice of Intent
(NOI) is required to be sent to NYSDEC, Bureau of Water Permits, 625 Broadway,
Albany, New York 12233-3505, telephone: 518/402-8111 and approved before
construction commences. The General Permit GP-02-01 and NOI form are available on
the Department's website at www.dec.state.ny.us. We have also included a copy of the
NOI form for the project manager.

This General Permit requires the project sponsor (operator) and all contractors and
subcontractors to control stormwater runoff accord'.ng to the Stormwater Pollution

Prevention Plan, which is to be developed prior to fi hng NOI and prior to commencement
of the project.
